Getting There: 

 Driving: (Strongly recommended) 

o Travel along I-75 South to the Chastain Road Exit (no. 271). 

 To the conference venue: Go west on Chastain Road and take a right at Frey Road. The East 

Deck will be on your left. 

 To the conference hotel: Go east on Chastain Road and take a right onto Busbee Dr. NW. The 

hotel will be on your left. 

 Flying: Hartsfield-Jackson International Airport 

o Transportation from the airport: 

 Shuttle: $55 for one person (and $15 for each additional passenger)

 Travel Duration: Plan on 1.5 – 3 hours 

 Directions: 

o From the airport, take the Marta Rail (North-East or North Lines) to the Arts Center Stop (see Map 1) 

o Then take the CCT bus 10 line to the Marietta Transfer Station (see Map 2) 

o Then take either CCT bus 40 or 45 to the KSU Busbee Park and Ride (see Map 3) 

o 5 min walk to conference hotel
